National Squash Championships a Success 
 At the close of the 2005 National Squash Championships played from April 25-30, all the individual 
titles were successfully defended, except in one instance. The event, which was held at the new 
National Squash Centre, saw players competing in the Boys and Girls Under 19, Men's and 
Women's Open, Men's and Women's 40+ and Men's 50+ categories. The tournament (which was not 
staged last year), was a successful one, featuring full online coverage for the first time at: 
www.svgsquash.com/nationals. 
 In the Junior division, Shane Slater and Amber Glasgow successfully defended their 2003 titles in the 
Boys' and Girls' Under 19 categories respectively. Slater claimed the title with straight-game victories 
over Ian Sheridan and Kevin Bailey respectively, before dropping a game in a 8/9, 9/0, 9/4, 9/0 final 
against 2nd-seeded Diarra Venner. In the Girls Under 19, Glasgow came out on top with victories 
over Lisa Deane, Sherina Slater and Aiko Roudette.  
 In the Veterans division, Colin Alexander, Sherian Slater and Keith Boyea were crowned champions 
in the Men's 40+, Women's 40+ and Men's 50+ categories respectively. Alexander made his way to 
the final with victories over Steve Ollivierre and 4th-seeded Raphie King 9/0, 10/8, 9/0 and 7/9, 9/1, 
9/2, 9/3 respectively. In the final however, he was awarded a walkover against an injured Leroy 
Edwards. The Women's 40+ featured some of the top women players, with Sherian Slater defeating 
Erica McIntosh, Vonnie Roudette and Rachel Haslam in straight games for the title. The Men's 50+ 
saw Keith Boyea topping the Round Robin table over Leroy Lewis (2nd), John Horne (3rd), Dave 
Dasilva (4th) and Rudi Daniel (5th).  
  In the premier divisions, James Bentick cruised to the Men's Open title while Rachel Haslam upset 
Sherian Slater for the Women's Open title. In the Men's Open, Bentick dominated the competition, 
including his final opponent - Paul Cyrus, winning 9/2, 9/1, 9/0. Meanwhile, 16-year old Shane Slater 
defeated Roy Defreitas 9/6, 9/5, 10/8 for 3rd place. Both players had caused earlier upsets in 
the quarter-finals, over the no. 3 seed Colin Alexander and no. 4 seed Stephen Joachim respectively. 
Defreitas couldn't stop Bentick in the semi-finals, losing 1/9, 5/9, 0/9, while Cyrus used all his 
experience to eventually triumph 5/9, 9/7, 9/2, 9/3 over Slater. In a repeat of the Women's 40+ final, 
top seeds Sherian Slater and Rachel Haslam faced off for the title of Women's Open Champion. After 
a 4/9, 3/9, 5/9 loss in the Women's 40+ match, Haslam was determined to put up a stronger fight, 
which took the game to the maximum 5 games. With the score at 8-8, both players fought hard before 
Haslam clinched the game 10/8, for an upset win over her rival.   
 

PLAYER OF THE MONTH: Shane Slater 
The Player of the Month for April 2005 is Shane Slater, who collected a total of 4 
titles for the month to register a win-loss record of 18-1. In the Vita Malt Junior 
Open in Trinidad, he won the Boys Under 17 title and was awarded as the Most 
Outstanding Boy of the tournament. At the O.E.C.S Junior Championships in St. 
Lucia, he copped both the Boys Under 17 and 19 titles while not dropping a game 
against his 9 opponents. In the National Championships, he successfully defended 
the Boys Under 19 title, while finishing 3rd in the Men’s Open, after upsetting the 
no. 3 seed in the quarter-finals.

Junior Squashers perform well in T&T 
  At the 2005 Vita Malt Junior Open in Trinidad, a successful 8-member Vincentian contingent 
returned home with 1 gold, 2 silver and 1 bronze medals.  
  In the Boys Under-15 division, 12-year-old Andrez Bascombe found the goings tough in a higher age 
group, losing in straight games to Trinidadians Kevin Ross and Jean-Paul Bones.  
Meanwhile, No. 2 seed Diarra Venner cruised to the final, defeating Trinidad’s Stephan Jeffrey and 
Kale Wilson 9/2, 9/7, 9/0 and 9/2, 9/2, 9/3 respectively. Venner then met his match, when he was 
pitted against nemesis and top-seeded Justin Sanguinette of Trinidad. Hopes of an upset were 
thrashed, as Sanguinette handled his rival with a 9/1, 9/3, 9/3 victory.  
  On the distaff side, the trio of Amber Glasgow, Aiko Roudette and Sherina Slater battled for top 
spots in the Girls Under-17 division against Trinidadians Amy Gillezeau and Emily Bones.  
Again, 12-year old Sherina Slater was given the daunting task of playing in a higher age group, losing 
0-3 to Amy Gillezeau and Amber Glasgow and 1-3 to rival Aiko Roudette, before securing a 9/6, 9/7, 
9/5 victory over fellow Under-13 player Emily Bones for 4th place.  
Amber Glasgow looked very focused in the early stages of the competition, with easy 3-0 wins over 
Sherina Slater and Emily Bones, before falling 9/10, 9/1, 3/9, 4/9 to eventual champion Amy 
Gillezeau. Aiko Roudette had a tougher time however, with a 6/9, 9/2, 10/9, 9/1 win over Sherina 
Slater and a 9/10, 6/9, 9/2, 9/2, 9/7 comeback win against Emily Bones in the early rounds.  
This led to a clash between Glasgow and Roudette, resulting in Roudette claiming her first-ever 
victory over her rival, winning 2/9, 10/8, 1/9, 9/3, 9/4. Roudette then succumbed 4/9, 3/9, 5/9 to Amy 
Gillezeau in the final match, to finish second.  
  In the Boys Under-17 division, No. 1 seed Shane Slater marched to his first title on the Caribbean 
junior circuit, outplaying Trinidadians Zachary Loquan and Matthew Stollmeyer 9/0, 9/0, 9/0 and 9/0, 
9/0, 9/6 respectively before he prevailed 9/6, 9/7, 9/1 over 2nd-seeded Justin Gomez (TRI) in the final. 
Following this, Slater was awarded as the Most Outstanding Boy in the tournament. 
  In the Boys Under-19 division, Bradley Glasgow and Andrew Dasilva found the competition very 
stiff, finishing in 4th and 5th position respectively. The Vincentians found the Trinidadian trio of Josh 
Pinard, Stephen Rodriguez and Bruce Martin too strong, as Glasgow picked up the only win, defeating 
his compatriot 9/3, 9/0, 9/1.
